THE ISLE OF WIGHT SCOOTER RUN

Leaving North London at tive in the afternoon, I travelled down to the
gaxon Tavern in South London to meet the almost legendary AMALGA
Scooter Club. We set off at 7.45 and headed for Portsmouth

via the A3. The rest of our lot (The East London and Essex) r

prefered to set out from the Tony Class disc at the White Lion,
Totenham Court Road and so made the journey separate from " =l
them. We arrived at the ferry just after midnight, after L o Lo
2 ecrashes and several breakdowns (hardly surprising e iy "
when you consider that the Amalga all drive Lambrett '§
as (hee hee!l)...

At the "Pompey Ferry" we saw a lot of Northern style
people (all wearing Army Greens, Dr Martens and Large .
numbers of patches), a van with Paddington Mods written on the side, and

a few of the East London, who'd beaten us down (Martin,Peter & Nicky...)
The ferry prices were steep to say the least, . .£7.80 for a scooter and its
rider. £10.40 for a scoot 2 up and €17.00 plus £3.12 per passenger for a
motor!

As =oon as we got onto the island the Police pulled over the scooters to
take the reg. no. and the name and adress of the owner, to so as they
could tell if any of the machines had been nicked, and also to prevent
thefts on the Island (this policy proved most effective, as after one

poor bloke had his scooter nicked, the pelice tracked it down within 24
hours, and it was returned to him before the weekend was over!)

The camp was at the Sports Centre, but some silly sod had re-arranged the
signposts, so that they led to nowhere and people were left wandering about u
until they stumbled onto the camp. When we finally reached our destination,
we were met with the most welcome sight of a "Hamburger Van', which un-
fortunately sold semi warm hot-dogs which tasted more like hot-dog-shit
than anything else...I woke up early the next morning to the sound of
fresco exhausts and loud arguing, only to be informed by Carel from
Chingford that a few more of the East London had just arrived, including
Spencer (God help us!) I looked around and realised just how ugly people

the camp was well equipt with toilets, showers, a running track and a
football pitch, After buying a pint of milk from the milkman that was
doing his rounds, and a banana and set of iced buns from the mobile sup-
ermarket (really the back of an estate car) that had established itself
next to the toilets, we shot off into the town, Ryde for a greasy break-
fast. After surveying the scene we rushed back to the camp to see who

else had arrived, but it wasn't worth the effort, as the only new arrival
was Mappy...

At some point during the day there was a TOW between & couple of the
Paddington and some of the Virgin Soldiers Scooter Club, who did their
best to kifck the paddington van to pieces (the Paddington is an all Mod
Seooter Club, while the V.S8.8.C. comprises mainly of punks skins, mohei-
kans and yer traditional scooter boy!) the argument was settled during

the middle of the night when the Paddington took advantage of the pitch
blackness, to make up for the V.S5.8.C, outnumbering them 10 to 1...7)
During the day, alot of people were racing round the camp on scooters,

and inevitably this led to one being written off, by crashing into a brand
new Arthur Francis 250 racer...That's life,..Eventually a makeshift race
track was set up and those who wanted to burn their clutches out could

do so in comparitive safety, Actually the races were fun to watch, and a
few of our lot joined in and did very well , Peter Bell, Eric and Eddie,
all winning a couple of races each...The evening came and we all trouped
off to the Tony Class disco (what would we do without him!!) at a place
called the Carousell. He played a good few soul numbers which he followed
with a few Jam numbers, and then played a couple of greats in the form of
Time For Action and Maybe Tommorow, judging by the large number of scooter
hoys present compared to the number of mods, I thought these two great
classics would have the effect of emptying the floor, but to my surprise
they had the opposite effect, and seemed to get everyone going, this

reached jts peak during the Purple Hearts "Jimmy"when ther was a stage




invasion with about a hundred people packed onto the tiny stage, Although
I did notice a few wankers signs and some obvious tones of dissaproval

from a certain corner during this spurt of enjoyment, most people seemed

to be having a great time...The disco finally ended at midnight and we all
returned to the camp for some well needed sleep. Early in the morning the
paddington Van was petrol bombed, but the few remaining lads managed to |
get bome without too much trouble...During Sunday afterncon the police
challenged a Scooterists XI at football, and when we had such legendary
players 'as Peter Bell (ex West Ham Youth),Scrape(ex Ted Maplin Ten) and
Andy (ex piss artist) the coppers never stood a chanece (in fact we won 5-4)
A note for the police, they acted correctly, showing they were there, but
not taking anv action or gettin flash. They even turned a blind eye to
people who got drunk at the Disco giving mates a lift home without lids
making bonfires,dropping thier n trousers and doing a conga round the run-
ning track etc., There were only 14 arrests all weekend which is most un-
usual, especially when there were between 2,500 (police estimate) and
3 000 (our estimate) Scooters, and another thousand passangers. It's pretty
obvious that this type of Policing pays off (brighton 0ld Bill Take Notel!l)

The second disco (Sunday Night ) was not as good, but there was a second
chance to see the excellent Cabaret (the Brittania Winkles!?!). Inevitably
fighting flared up between two gangs, and when the O0ld Bill tried to break it
up they got bottled. Then the house lighting got pulled down, and the disco
was threatened with closure unless everyone stopped fighting and put the
lights back up, which they did {amazing)! and the show went on. During the
night alot of Scooters left for home, because of the rumour that there

would not be enough places on the ferry for everyone on the Mondav.

Monday morning was like a bad comedown. There wasn't a lot left on the
campsite, just lots of rubbish and a few remaining tents. We hung about for

a while but nothing looked like happening, so we made a move during the

early afternoon. The rain of the night before had petered out so the rid home
was an enjoyable one on which we passed guite a Tew different Clubs. When 1
got home and thought about it I realised that this was one of the best rumns
I1've been on for a long time...

THE ULTIMATE QUESTION: '60'S OR '70'S NORTHERN SOUL
As we walked into the 100
club for yet another 6Ts Allnighter. 1 probably won't have to explain the history
of this elite soul club to most of you, but for the benefit of those who haven't
heard of it here's a brief run down on it's history...
The club first opened about three years ago, and we were informed of its exist-
ance by those loveble young boys and girls from the first '60's Soul /Mod fanzine
"Mission Impossible", so five of us (Nick 'the comb', Martin from Welling,Tris,
Charlotte and myself)all joined omgnight after a Step gig,(remember them 7).
By then the club had already left its original venue at a place called Henrys
in Covent Garden, and had moved further out to the Starlight Club, West Hamps-
tead, It stayed at the Starlight for quite a time, gaining ipm reputation and
size of following. After the Starlight, a few unsuccessfull moves were made,
the first to the St,Moritz Club, Wardour Street, which was closed down after
only a couple of weeks, 'cos somebody had vandalised the toilets, from there
it went down the road to the 21 Club (once a famous Mod Disco in '79) but that
didn't last too long either...By now the membership was well over 500 and still
rising rapidly. It was about now that the more cbscure '60's & some of the more
basic Northern Soul appeared on the actuall Mod Scene, and so, almost overnight
the 6Ts became the most popular Mod Type c¢lub in London. (I say mod type, becauss
it wasn't a mod club as such, although mod music was played and plenty of mods
went, there were also plenty of Northerners and other normal type people there)
The club's organiser, +Ade Croasdale was flooded with new membership applications
and the new venue, at the 100 Club, Oxford Street became packed regularly, even-
tually, the queues outside became so bip, especially for the allnighters, held
once a month, that the club became members only...Gradually, attendances started
dropping, and by the middle of this year only the loyal handfull of 3oul Fans
attended (although the allnighters are still packed). It has been decided that
one of the reasons for the demise is that the 100 Club is really a pit, and
people got bored with the poorish atmosphere that the dreary surroundings
created. So a different venue is being considered for the regular friday night
do's (when I say regular, I mean every three weeks of so !). This latest all-
nightee, the third aniversary, marked the welcome return of DJ Tony Rounce,
one of the lads responsible for the#rise of '60's soul., Tony, who was a mod in
'78 , and & seasoned campaigner of all those gigs we used to go to (especially
the Small Hours) had to take a year off DJing for reasons of ill health, but
now informed us that he will be back doing regular spots at the 6Ts in the fut-
ure. Also at the last allnighter, was a sort of questionaire at the door, acking
whether people prefer 60's or '70's soul, the answer will be made apparent at
the next allnighter, where the bulk of music played will be of the type that
gained the most votes (needless to say we all voted for '60s...) If, for amy
reason you'd stopped going to the 6Ts, then why not check out the next allnigh-
ter, and see just what you've been missing. If people can come all the way from
fflasgow, just for one night's entertainment then it's got to be worth it!!!

It ltias been sald of speed that it is ;"The only drug that makes you sit up
and ask questions rather than lie down and lap up all the answers",

The popular conseption of & drug taker is the wretched junkie shooting up
deadly substances, paid for with stolen Tv sets or of the tattoed skinhead
walking round Trafalgar Square with a dazed expression and a glue bapg stuck
round his mouth. The classic picture of a Mod is the pilled up face danc-

ing the night away to the cool sounds of Sonl &8 R'n'B, clicking his fingers,
chewing gum and talking at a hundred miles an hour te anyone who'll listen.

Why does Speed cause such a totally different reaction to other drugs 7

To find out we need to look at its eflect.on the bodily functions. The
proper name for pure Speed is Amphetamine Sulphate, which can currently be
bought at street level for anything from €8 to £12 depending on the guality.
Amphetamines are chemically related to a group of compounds called Sympa-
thomimetic Amines (!), which include the natural products, Adrenmaline and
Ephedrine, The physiologieal effect of apeed ia to take the blood awagy from
the skin and abdominal muscles,; which produces @ white pallor of the skin
and suppresses hunger. The blood is drawn away into other muscles and
increases the supply of glycogen and absorbed oxygen that can be carried to
working muscles. Other effects are the same as those caused by natural amines
an increase in Blood Pressure and Heart Rate, dilation of the pupils and a
secretion of very thick saliva. Stimulation of the mid-brain cause wakeful-
ness, produces feelings of confidence and (false)courage, helps to counter-
act the effects of alchohol and also acts to inecrease the I{ by an average
eight point,

Negative aspects include the inhibiting of the wvegas nerve, which plays an
important part in rejuvinating the body after physical exertion, That's the
reason while you can feel so lousy the next day: the body has been pushed
all the way and doesn't have the ability to recover. Controll over perfor-
mance and the rate of recovery after exertion deteriorate, producing a high
pulse rate, over excitability, upset digestion and sexual disturbances (can't
gat it up eh ?).

When coming down off speed, symptoms can include insomnia (sleeplessness),
feelings of tension and anxiety, depression, or even halucinations or other
mental disturbances (The Horrors),

The major long term effect of amphetamine use is paranoid psychosis - which
can dissapear within a relatively short time if use has not been prolongued.
The widespread use of amphetamines after the second world war led to the
discovery of two major ill-effects:psychotie reactions, similar to schizo-
phrenia and outbursts of viclence, both homicidal and suicidal, occcuring
when massive doses of the drug are injected, These effects are avoided by
taking it orally or nazally,

Amphetamines are not physically addictive unless injected, a practice which
can also lead to complications such as Hepaitis (a disesse of the liver)

Mental addiction is not common compared to other drugs(alchohol & nicotene)

MIORE ON AMPHETA|

There is little evidence that the direct use of speed can cause death
although large intravenous (injevted) doses of Cocaine, a much stron-

ger and more expensive form of stimulant than amphetamine, can lead
to desath, dus to its toxic effect on the heart muscles.

Amphetamine has been produced since 1887 and has been used by doctors
gince 1932, It was originally introduced as an inhalent to relieve
nasal congestion and hay fewver, various types of amphetamines have l
since been used to treat epilepsy, alchohlism, schizophrenia, work
exhaustion, problem children, neurocsis, heart block, migrains, head ;4
injuries, drug addiction, obesity (that's fatness to you !}, depress-

ion, barbituate poisoning and even Nettle rash,

Some T2 million amphetamine tablets were distributed to British tr-

cops during the Second World War...

Abuse of speed first came to the public's attention during 1964, t

year the "DRUGE (PREVENTION OF MISUSE) ACT" was passed. Thiz= made i

an offence for an unauthorised person to even be in possetion of the
let alone distribute them without a liscence, The Drug Abuse Controll
Amendments were passed in the U.S. in 1865, where B, 000,000,000 tablets
were being produced dnnually. The American Medical Association reported
in 1857, that speed was being widely used by students in exams.

The most publicised form of abuse apart from that of the '60's mods, was by
athletes and other sportsmen and women, who took speed because it stimulates,
alds concentration and gives confidence. The most popular forms of the drug
have been benzedrine and associated drugs such as ephedrine, but the use of
speed by sportsmen declined dramatically with the introduction of Stercids,,
which although are more dangercus, are much harder to detect. The taking

of some form of stimulant by athletes has been reported as far back as the
firsgt Olymples in Ancient Greece, countless world records have been set
and countless matches won under the influence of amphetamines.

Speed, when used senslbly is positive, like THE WHO smashing thelr instruments
atthe end of a glg, which is not negative because of the destructive element,
but postive because it involves the total expressive playing of the instrument.

Townshend:'""THAT'S HOW YOU SHOULD BE ALL THE TIME - JUST GROOVING TO SOMETHING

Against this you have the negative aspects, such as boredom, paisly, low stan-
dards of self esteem, dope trips, heroin, acid, sleep or pathetic punks bombed
cut of their shattered brains who don't so much lack the: oppertunity but the
imagination to rise above their environment.

Pete Meaden, the ex-publicist for THE WHD, said the use of LSD was one of the
main reasons for the demise of Mod in the zixties. He said."When drugs become
valued purely as a form of escape; they lose their capacity to provide such

an escape."”

Meaden;"A "HEAD' IS A PERSON WHO HAS HAD HIS PHYSICAL SENSES SUCKED UP INTO HIS
HEAD AND HAS FORGOTTEN ABOUT HIS BODY, ..SPEED WAS THE DRUG FOR THE MODS BECAUSE
IT'S A TUNCTIONAL DRUG...YOU LOSE ALL LACK OF CONFIDENCE, YOU LOSE ALL GUILT".

Pete Townsend criticized other drugs as a danger in reducing the power of the
individual in society: "EACH TRIP IS JUST A SIDESTREET, AND BEFORE YOU ENOW
IT YOU'RE BACK WHERE YOU WERE. ..TILL EVENTUALLY THE SIDESTREET BECOMES A DEAD
EHB™ . e

Meaden:" WITH HIS TOGS AND A FEW PILLS INSIDE HIM HE'S A GOD - HE'S AS MUCH A
GOD AS YOU AND I. HE'S AS HEAVY AS YOU WANT HIM TO BE AND HE'S HEAVY, YEAH ! "

Continuing with my search for the ultimate bootleg tape,
my search brought to light a couple of brilliant efforts
by two of the newer bands on the mod scene, a classic by
one of the more established ones, and a reasonable atte-
mpt by a pathetic 'hippy band' {that's "New Psychedelic"
to all you hip young mods...)...

FAST EDDIE: LIVE AT CHADWELL HEATH '82.
Fast Eddie, that young (?), rootsy R'n'B band from Essex
were the first band (with the exception of Secret Affair) to actually get
people dancing down at the Greyhound. This captures their live sound prefecly
with the crowd singing and Gordon (the vacalisti/harp player) telling some
really bad jokes (telepathic ?7) it sounds more like a party than a gig, the
sound quality is good and the tape is selling for around £2.25 (well worth
it !). It has to've been done recently, probably in June and includes a

SMALL WORLD: LIVE IN HITCHIN

This 1s another good tape by a relatively young band. The tape catches the
band'e earlier rougher sound rather than the more polished set that they
seem to be turning out now. Recorded just before Christmas last year, at
one of their support gigs with The Purple Hearts, the sound guality is
probably the best out of all the tapes 1 have listened to so far. The price

THE JAM: LIVE AT THE MANCHESTER APOLLO, 1878.

This 1s a relatively early Jam tape, as far as the "mod revival' pgoes,

it features a few of the early singles plus 'some stuff off the new album',
ALL MOD CONS. There are several Jam Live tapes knocking about at the moment,
( probably one for each tour that they'wve done since '79, and there's no
shortage of a market for these tapes, especially the early ones, and this

ig the earliest that 1've come across (although there's bound to be a few
from '77 floating around...) I've seen Jam Tapes going for up to four gquid
before, so this one's reasonably good value, I managed to get hold of it

for a measly £2.75.%%k%#* .

THE ONLOOKERS, LIVE IN HAYES, 1981

Tnspite of everything, the Onlookers were once a very good group, I stumbled
aceross them at only their third gig, and was very impressed with what I
saw, or rather with what I heard. They were a very tight 60's pop band
with three voecalists that provided fantastic harmonies, like most 60's type
bands they did covers, but they chose theirs carefully, and didn't do many
commercial numbers (hte main exception being "By Your Love" ), As they pro-
gressed they dropped their covers {Rain, the Beatles and Green Circlés by
the small faces being among them) and started getting more 1ike hippies,
and itwas a great shame that they got 10O involved in the psychedelic hype
for their own good and concequently fucked themselves right up. This tape
was made at an early gig, just before they sold out, and although the
quality isn't great, it's a reasonable tape. I'd only recommend it to some-
one who actnally liked the band, otherwise you might fimd it boring. **

their time was up...). I picked up my copy from a mate for £€2.00, although I
have seen it advertisméed in a certain shop in Carnaby St, for £2.50.

They used another 7 of thelr own numbers throughout the set, the best of
which being "Is There A Solution ?v g somewhat slower number than the
other 8, it alows the Bruce Foxton lookalike on Rhythm Guitar to take the
gspotlight, the main reason it caught my attention was the predominant key-
boards, that dominated the song.
Apart from their own numbers they did 5 of Dennis Greaves' Nine Below Zero
songs, 'Sugarbeet”, "Why Can't We Be 7', "Wipe Away Your Kiss" and "You
Don't Love Me" all coming off the .last 9 Below Album, Third Degree, plus
a version of the old Otis Rush classie "Homework" which, as you can probably
imagine, went down a treat.
However, the track that gets Lop marks was their version of the classic
Spencer Davis Group number vGimme Some Lovin'" during which Dennis Greaves
was able to down his guitar and reveal his psychopathic tendancies as he

Fortunately, FAST EDDIE, agreed to come into PRT
(PYE) studieos, &t Marble Arch, to record a tape
with the wveiw that (if it was good enough) then it
would be released as their debut single.
I arrived at the studios early tuesday morning (the
day after I'd returned from the Isle of Wight) to
meet Gordon and the rest of the band, They set up their =
gear in studio 2 (a twenty four track jobl) and were
introduced to the Engineer for the session, Dail Reynolds, who waes, rather
unsurprisingly, Welsh.
Wasting as little time as possible, they launched strait into the A side,
My Babe, surprisingly the sound was very good, and apart from the vocals,
which were sdded later, the track was laid down in two takes.
The second track, Sweeit Sensations proved slightly more complicated as it
was an instrumertal, with a guitar solc the whole of the way through, S0
a few mistakes were bound to be made. Eventually the
backing track was finished and this left J.R. wilth
some overdubbing to do...He had a few attempts at
this, and then decided that one of the first
attempts was the best one. ;
By now the band had laid down both the tracks
that we'd decided to put on the single, and
as we'd got anpther two and a half hours to
go we decided that the band should lay
down and extra track as a pogssible addition
to the 'b' side. After five minutes guick
thinking Rob, the drummer, decided upon the
gld Sonny Boy Williamson number "HELP ME" I
personally disagreed, prefering Rey Charles'"MESS

AROUND"' or "I CAN TELL", RHob quickly
dismissed my suggestion with the reply
that to perform those numbers he needed
his tom tom=s, and he hadn't bothered

to bring them in! That was settled then
and the track was laid down on the 18t
take,..All that remained was to add the .
backing vocals to MY BABE, for which
everyvone crowded into a small room and
shouted to & mike over in the far corner
of the room! .
Dai spent the remainder of the alloted |
time mixing the master, while Andy, the
bassist, entertained us with his profi-
cient RnB piano playing on the Grand

in the far corner of the studio...

I think it's a great single and I cant
wait to see the finished product, which
ghould be out in mid September...!
